Our 2007 is a 100% Pinot Noir, made with fruit from several cool-climate vineyards in Northern California’s Mendocino County, where the extended growing season results in deep, complex flavors.  After fermentation, the wine aged 14 months in 20% new French oak and 80% neutral oak barrels.  Malolactic fermentation went to completion.
